· created new concepts and viewpoints regarding parks, recreation or conservation

· work received broad circulation among the target group of the media piece

SUBMISSION FORMAT: Your application must include your submission packaged in the following format to be considered:
· NARRATIVE 1 (benefit to public): maximum of three typed pages, double spaced, which substantiates how the media piece created or heightened public consciousness and concern [20 points available], unveiled information of a pivotal and lasting nature [15 points available], highlighted a trend [10 points available], and incorporated the It Starts in Parks philosophy, messaging or other advocacy efforts. [15 points available].

· NARRATIVE 2 (benefit to field): maximum of one typed page, double-spaced, that demonstrates the target market of the piece, and the benefits of the media piece to the parks, recreation, and conservation movement and how the piece created new concepts and viewpoints regarding parks, recreation, and conservation [25 points available]
· CIRCULATION [15 points available]:  maximum of one typed page, double spaced, which provides the following:

- Target market for the media piece (age group, cultural segment of your community, 


businesses, tourist markets, etc.)


- Your total community population


- The estimated circulation for printed media pieces


- The estimated exposure for electronic, video, public service announcement pieces,

 
community population, and estimated circulation of the media piece.


Please attach an analytical report (such as http://www.google.com/analytics/) that 


demonstrates the “hits” on the pages of the site you are submitting.
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Copies of the media piece being nominated must be attached for review by the Panel.  This material may not be returned after the Awards Ceremony.

For Websites or Social Media Marketing Sites, please print a copy of the pages you wish the judges to score, and include that with your submission.

*A minimum of 75 points must be earned to be considered for this award.


Your application and submission will be reviewed by a panel.  The panel will score your application and submission based not only on the completeness of your application, but also for how creative and thorough you are in your submission and narrative descriptions that answer the questions as outlined for the narrative section.  This application is not just a checklist; it is an opportunity for you to demonstrate why your nomination should serve as a model for other parks and recreation agencies.
